ESSENTIAL DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES
Some of the primary duties include:

e Oversee the small group experience for the Elementary ministry (Kinder-5" Grade),
including, but not limited to:

o Create engaging small group environments

o Empower, encourage, and partner with high level volunteer leaders (Lead Teams)
who do the same for their teams of volunteer leaders.

o ldentify, recruit, empower, and develop volunteer leaders to carry out an effective
Elementary small group ministry

o Develop and refine small group curriculum, content, and Leader Guides, as well as
ensure the availability of any needed materials, props, supplies, or resources.

o Empower a team of small group leaders who show up predictably, mentally, and
randomly in the lives of Elementary kids and their families.

¢ Manage the ministry budget allocated for Elementary small groups.

e Partner with the Elementary Director to help plan, execute, and evaluate any special
events, camps, conferences, programs, or studies within the Elementary ministry.

e Provide regular training for volunteer teams to continually develop as leaders and to
increase the ministry experience for Elementary-aged kids and their families.

o Work to create ideal transitions to and from the Elementary ministry.

Create small group environments that are conducive for the intentional inclusion of kids

with special needs.

Develop relationships with Elementary-aged kids and their families.

Ensure that rooms and facilities reflect a safe, professional, Christian environment.

Attend staff meetings, retreats, and conferences; keep current in related field.

Cooperate with the Kids Pastor and Elementary Director by performing any other duties

when assigned.
