BIG IDEA | True freedom is about 7TRUSTING not TRYING.
HOW CAN WE WALK IN 7RUE FREEDOM?

Galatians 5:1-26 (NLT)

'So Christ has truly set us free. Now make sure that you stay free,
and don’t get tied up again in slavery to the law.

2 Listen! |, Paul, tell you this: If you are counting on circumcision to
make you right with God, then Christ will be of no benefit to

you. 3 I'll say it again. If you are trying to find favor with God by
being circumcised, you must obey every regulation in the whole
law of Moses. 4 For if you are trying to make yourselves right with
God by keeping the law, you have been cut off from Christ! You
have fallen away from God’s grace.

°> But we who live by the Spirit eagerly wait to receive by faith the
righteousness God has promised to us.

® For when we place our faith in Christ Jesus, there is no benefit in
being circumcised or being uncircumcised. What is important is
faith expressing itself in love. 7 You were running the race so well.
Who has held you back from following the truth? & It certainly isn’t
God, for he is the one who called you to freedom.® This false
teaching is like a little yeast that spreads through the whole batch
of dough! 10 | am trusting the Lord to keep you from believing false
teachings. God will judge that person, whoever he is, who has
been confusing you.



" Dear brothers and sisters, if | were still preaching that you must
be circumcised—as some say | do—why am | still being
persecuted? If | were no longer preaching salvation through the
cross of Christ, no one would be offended. ™ | just wish that those
troublemakers who want to mutilate you by circumcision would
mutilate themselves.

B For you have been called to live in freedom, my brothers and
sisters. But don’t use your freedom to satisfy your sinful nature.
Instead, use your freedom to serve one another in love. ™ For the
whole law can be summed up in this one command: “Love your
neighbor as yourself.” ™ But if you are always biting and
devouring one another, watch out! Beware of destroying one
another.

6 So | say, let the Holy Spirit guide your lives. Then you won't be
doing what your sinful nature craves. ' The sinful nature wants to
do evil, which is just the opposite of what the Spirit wants. And the
Spirit gives us desires that are the opposite of what the sinful
nature desires. These two forces are constantly fighting each
other, so you are not free to carry out your good intentions. '® But
when you are directed by the Spirit, you are not under obligation
to the law of Moses.

9" When you follow the desires of your sinful nature, the results are
very clear: sexual immorality, impurity, lustful pleasures, 29 idolatry,
sorcery, hostility, quarreling, jealousy, outbursts of anger, selfish
ambition, dissension, division, %' envy, drunkenness, wild parties,
and other sins like these. Let me tell you again, as | have before,
that anyone living that sort of life will not inherit the Kingdom of
God.

22 But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love,
joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,

faithfulness, 2 gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against
these things! ?* Those who belong to Christ Jesus have nailed the
passions and desires of their sinful nature to his cross and crucified



them there. 2° Since we are living by the Spirit, let us follow the
Spirit’s leading in every part of our lives. 2° Let us not become
conceited, or provoke one another, or be jealous of one another.

TRUE FREEDOM DECOMMISS/IONS FALSE CONTROL AND
UNDERLYING FEAR.

Galatians 5:6 (NLT)

® For when we place our faith in Christ Jesus, there is no benefit in
being circumcised or being uncircumcised.

FREEDOM IS DR/IVEN BY AND DRIVES USTO LOVE.

Galatians 5:13-14 (NLT)

HOW IS SUCH A LOVE DISCOVERED AND DEVELOPED?
FREEDOM IS DEVELOPED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT.

Luke 15:11-32 (NLT)

"To illustrate the point further, Jesus told them this story: “A man
had two sons. ? The younger son told his father, ‘I want my share
of your estate now before you die.” So his father agreed to divide
his wealth between his sons.

B “A few days later this younger son packed all his belongings and
moved to a distant land, and there he wasted all his money in wild
living.  About the time his money ran out, a great famine swept
over the land, and he began to starve. ™ He persuaded a local
farmer to hire him, and the man sent him into his fields to feed the
pigs. '® The young man became so hungry that even the pods he



was feeding the pigs looked good to him. But no one gave him
anything.

7“When he finally came to his senses, he said to himself, ‘At home
even the hired servants have food enough to spare, and here | am
dying of hunger! " | will go home to my father and say, “Father, |
have sinned against both heaven and you, ' and | am no longer
worthy of being called your son. Please take me on as a hired
servant.”

20 “So he returned home to his father. And while he was still a long
way off, his father saw him coming. Filled with love and
compassion, he ran to his son, embraced him, and kissed

him. 2" His son said to him, ‘Father, | have sinned against both
heaven and you, and | am no longer worthy of being called your
son.’

22 “But his father said to the servants, ‘Quick! Bring the finest robe
in the house and put it on him. Get a ring for his finger and sandals
for his feet. 23 And Kill the calf we have been fattening. We must
celebrate with a feast, 24 for this son of mine was dead and has
now returned to life. He was lost, but now he is found.” So the party
began.

25 “Meanwhile, the older son was in the fields working. When he
returned home, he heard music and dancing in the house, ?° and
he asked one of the servants what was going on. ?” “Your brother is
back, he was told, ‘and your father has killed the fattened calf. We
are celebrating because of his safe return.”’

8 “The older brother was angry and wouldn’t go in. His father
came out and begged him, 22 but he replied, ‘All these years I've
slaved for you and never once refused to do a single thing you
told me to. And in all that time you never gave me even one young
goat for a feast with my friends. 3¢ Yet when this son of yours
comes back after squandering your money on prostitutes, you
celebrate by killing the fattened calfl’



3 “His father said to him, ‘Look, dear son, you have always stayed
by me, and everything | have is yours. 3> We had to celebrate this

happy day. For your brother was dead and has come back to life!
He was lost, but now he is found!™
