593 BC - Ezekiel called to ministry at age 30

EZEKIEL'S ASSIGNMENT: Sharing truth with stubborn people
who have been trained to hear lies as truth.

Ezekiel 1:1-2 (NLT)

'On July 31 of my thirtieth year, while | was with the Judean exiles
beside the Kebar River in Babylon, the heavens were opened and |
saw visions of God. ? This happened during the fifth year of King
Jehoiachin’s captivity

THREE COMPONENTS OF COURAGE:
1. FUELED with vision

2. FILLED with the Spirit

Luke 24:49 (NLT)

49“And now | will send the Holy Spirit, just as my Father promised.
But stay here in the city until the Holy Spirit comes and fills you
with power from heaven.”

Ezekiel 2:3-8 (NLT)

3“Son of man,” he said, “l am sending you to the nation of Israel, a
rebellious nation that has rebelled against me. They and their
ancestors have been rebelling against me to this very day. * They
are a stubborn and hard-hearted people. But | am sending you to
say to them, ‘This is what the Sovereign Lord says!” ® And whether
they listen or refuse to listen—for remember, they are rebels—at
least they will know they have had a prophet among them.
