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BIG IDEA | In Christ our weakness can become our WEAPON.

Judges 3:12-17 (NLT)

12 Once again the Israelites did evil in the Lord’s sight, and the Lord
gave King Eglon of Moab control over Israel because of their

evil. 13 Eglon enlisted the Ammonites and Amalekites as allies, and
then he went out and defeated Israel, taking possession of Jericho,
the city of palms. 1* And the Israelites served Eglon of Moab for
eighteen years.

15 But when the people of Israel cried out to the Lord for help, the
Lord again raised up a rescuer to save them. His name was Ehud son
of Gera, a left-handed man of the tribe of Benjamin. The Israelites
sent Ehud to deliver their tribute money to King Eglon of Moab. ¢ So
Ehud made a double-edged dagger that was about a foot long, and he
strapped it to his right thigh, keeping it hidden under his

clothing. 7 He brought the tribute money to Eglon, who was very fat.

Stop FEEDING the thing that is FIGHTING you.
Galatians 6:7-8 (NIV)

’ Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he
sows. 8 Whoever sows to please their flesh, from the flesh will reap



destruction; whoever sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will
reap eternal life.

Hebrews 4:12 (NLT)

12 For the word of God is alive and powerful. It is sharper than the
sharpest two-edged sword, cutting between soul and spirit, between
joint and marrow. It exposes our innermost thoughts and desires.

Judges 3:18-19a (NLT)

18 After delivering the payment, Ehud started home with those who
had helped carry the tribute. *° But when Ehud reached the stone
idols near Gilgal, he turned back. He came to Eglon and said, “l have a
secret message for you.”

Joshua 4:20-24 (NLT)

20 1t was there at Gilgal that Joshua piled up the twelve stones taken
from the Jordan River.

21 Then Joshua said to the Israelites, “In the future your children will
ask, ‘What do these stones mean?’ 22 Then you can tell them, ‘This is
where the Israelites crossed the Jordan on dry ground.’ 23 For the Lord
your God dried up the river right before your eyes, and he kept it dry
until you were all across, just as he did at the Red Sea when he dried
it up until we had all crossed over. 2* He did this so all the nations of
the earth might know that the Lord’s hand is powerful, and so you
might fear the Lord your God forever.”

The faith we need for today is found in YESTERDAY'S FAITHFULNESS.
Judges 3:19b-23 (NLT)

19 S0 the king commanded his servants, “Be quiet!” and he sent them
all out of the room.



20 Ehud walked over to Eglon, who was sitting alone in a cool upstairs
room. And Ehud said, “l have a message from God for you!” As King
Eglon rose from his seat, 2! Ehud reached with his left hand, pulled out
the dagger strapped to his right thigh, and plunged it into the king’s
belly. 22 The dagger went so deep that the handle disappeared
beneath the king’s fat. So Ehud did not pull out the dagger, and the
king’s bowels emptied. 22 Then Ehud closed and locked the doors of
the room and escaped down the latrine.

2 Corinthians 12:9 (NLT)

9 Each time he said, “My grace is all you need. My power works best in
weakness.” So now | am glad to boast about my weaknesses, so that
the power of Christ can work through me.
