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BIG IDEA | A desperate faith is a transformative faith.

Matthew 9:18-22 (NLT)

18 As Jesus was saying this, the leader of a synagogue came and knelt
before him. “My daughter has just died,” he said, “but you can bring
her back to life again if you just come and lay your hand on her.” *° So
Jesus and his disciples got up and went with him. 2° Just then a
woman who had suffered for twelve years with constant bleeding
came up behind him. She touched the fringe of his robe, 2! for she
thought, “If | can just touch his robe, | will be healed.”

22 Jesus turned around, and when he saw her he said, “Daughter, be
encouraged! Your faith has made you well.” And the woman was
healed at that moment.

Jesus can't be another option. Make Him the only option.

Mark 5:24-34 (NLT)

24 Jesus went with him, and all the people followed, crowding around
him. 2 A woman in the crowd had suffered for twelve years with
constant bleeding. 2° She had suffered a great deal from many
doctors, and over the years she had spent everything she had to pay
them, but she had gotten no better. In fact, she had gotten



worse. 2’ She had heard about Jesus, so she came up behind him
through the crowd and touched his robe. 2 For she thought to
herself, “If | can just touch his robe, | will be healed.” 2° Immediately
the bleeding stopped, and she could feel in her body that she had
been healed of her terrible condition.

30 Jesus realized at once that healing power had gone out from him,
so he turned around in the crowd and asked, “Who touched my
robe?”

31 His disciples said to him, “Look at this crowd pressing around you.
How can you ask, ‘Who touched me?’”

32 But he kept on looking around to see who had done it. 33 Then the
frightened woman, trembling at the realization of what had
happened to her, came and fell to her knees in front of him and told
him what she had done. 3* And he said to her, “Daughter, your faith
has made you well. Go in peace. Your suffering is over.”

It's not the size of our faith that matters. It's the object of our faith
that matters.

If we won't reveal it, he can't heal it.

Ephesians 5:8-13 (NIV)

8 For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live
as children of light ° (for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness,
righteousness and truth) !° and find out what pleases the

Lord. 1! Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but
rather expose them. 2 It is shameful even to mention what the
disobedient do in secret. 13 But everything exposed by the light
becomes visible—and everything that is illuminated becomes a light.



Matthew 9:23-26 (NLT)

23 When Jesus arrived at the official’s home, he saw the noisy crowd
and heard the funeral music. 2* “Get out!” he told them. “The girl
isn’t dead; she’s only asleep.” But the crowd laughed at him. 2° After
the crowd was put outside, however, Jesus went in and took the girl
by the hand, and she stood up! 2¢ The report of this miracle swept
through the entire countryside.
